South West Lakes Trout Fisheries (Early June 2011)
General:

Water temperatures were closer to the average for June, as rain (at last) and cool breezes helped to keep the water cool. In spite of some fairly heavy rain, the water levels are still well below the seasonal average, and anglers are advised to be careful of muddy banks.
Fishing:

Kennick – The fish still  continued to favour the shallower north end of the lake and Clampitts Bay, where both bank and boat anglers have enjoyed excellent sport. Rods averaged just over 3 fish per angler for the period, with many fish topping and tailing (although catching them sometimes proves to be more challenging), providing good floating line sport. An abundance of natural insects (Damsels, sedges, olives, and buzzers) meant that the fish fed keenly, and over-wintered fish have mended well. Hoppers, Hawthornes, Beetles and Sedges all caught fish from the surface, providing great dry fly sport, and catching nearly as many fish as sub-surface nymphs (Damsel Nymphs, Diawl Bachs, and Buzzers all fished well). The best fish of the month so far was a beautiful 5lb 12oz rainbow caught by Trevor Teague (from Newton Abbot) when fishing from a boat, closely followed by a 5lb 11oz rainbow caught by Mike Boston (from Torquay), while fishing from the bank.

Siblyback  - The fishing at Siblyback started to become more challenging as the month progressed, although still giving a rod average for the period of just under 3 fish. Subsurface nymph fishing continues to be the most productive, with Montanas and Diawl Bachs on intermediate lines catching the majority of the fish, with few fish being caught on dry patterns. While no outstanding large fish were caught in the month, a good number of fish between 3 and 4lb were taken. Boat anglers achieved best results fishing over the Marshes, while bank anglers found Stocky Bay and the section  between Diggers Bench and the Birdhide the most productive.

Wimbleball – the fishing has improved at Wimbleball as the month progressed, with rods averaging over 4.5 fish per angler during the period. The best fish of the month so far  was a beautiful 5lb 12oz rainbow caught by Mike Boston (of Torquay) – 1oz better than his Kennick fish caught three days later! Mr. A. Bishop caught rainbows of 5lb 2oz and 3lb 12oz while fishing in Cow Moor using Buzzers.. Although nymphs (Damsels,  Diawl Bachs, Buzzers, and Pheasant Tails) and lure patterns (Boobies and Blobs) caught the majority of fish, a good hatch of mayflies in the early part of the month meant that great surface sport could be enjoyed with large bushy dry flies from a boat at the Upton Arm. Other productive areas included Bessoms and Ruggs Bay for boat and bank anglers, with the Upton Arm and  Cow Moor also fishing well from a boat.
Stithians – The Hawthorns have continued to provide good surface sport, with a variety of dry patterns continuing to catch fish (Daddies, Beetles, Black Hoppers, and Black Gnats), particularly in the evenings. Anglers averaged 3.5 fish per rod. The best areas to fish included Pub Bay, Goonlaze Point, Carnmenellis Point, Chapel Bay and Yellowort Bay. 

Fernworthy – Dark patterns continued to catch Fernworthy’s browns throughout the month, either subsurface (Black Pennells, Montanas, and Spiders), or, more excitingly, from the surface, particularly toward the end of the month when the beetles started to land on the water in abundance, which the fish have attacked voraciously. Dry fly prospects are good for continued beetle sport, as well as sedges and lots of dark midges (evening anglers are advised to wear bug spray!) .

Colliford – In spite of gusty winds, Colliford continues to fish well, with a good number of naturalised and grown-on over-wintered fish being caught to a variety of traditional style patterns (Soldier Palmer, Bibio, Gold Ribbed Hare’s Ear, small  Pheasant Tails Nymphs,  and Buzzers, as well as dry patterns). They continue to feed on Silver Horn Sedge and shrimp. 
Burrator – this moorland fishery continued to fish well, with anglers catching both Brown and Rainbow trout up to 2lb. Nymph and wet patterns proved to be the most successful (particularly damsels, Hares ears, and Invictas), with occasional fish coming to dries (Black Gnats and Hawthorns).
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
